Division A:   Closest ideal time to 450 meters per 

minute. (A galloping pace) 

A challenging course giving a choice of two options at 

every fence (2’-2’6” - 3’3”). Riders MUST jump the 

middle OR high element. 

Division B:  Closest ideal time to 350 meters per 

minute. (A cantering pace) 

An inviting moderate course offering fences from 12” - 

3’3”. Riders MUST jump any element. 

Division C:  Closest ideal time to 250 meters per 

minute. (A trotting pace) Fences are optional. Fence 

height 12” - 3’3” . Riders MAY jump any fence height,  

but MUST pass between the jump and the orange flags. 

¶ Protests must be lodged within 15 minutes of 

posting of results. 

¶ No refund without vet certificate.  Refunds are 

made solely at the discretion of the Organizers.  

¶ Please be patient for posting of results. 

¶ Prizes: Riders must be present to receive prizes. 

1. There may be one to four members on a team. Entry fee $55 

per rider. 

2.      ENTRIES CLOSE SEPTEMBER 8th. Entries limited. 

POST ENTRIES will be assessed a $10 late fee per rider and will

Ride times will be posted on web-

site under the  “Schedule” heading the week of September 8th. 

3. JUMP REQUIREMENTS:  Division A & B competitors 

must jump any level fence in numerical order with red flags 

on right and white flags on left.  Failure to do so will result in 

elimination. There will be no penalties for falls, refusals or 

runouts. Jumping for Division C is optional, but riders 

must pass between the orange flag and the jump. 

4. Time for each team will begin when the chest of the first 

horse crosses the start line and end when the chest of the last 

horse crosses the finish line. Protests must be lodged within 

15 minutes of posting of results. 

5. Starting times will be emailed to Team Captains and will also 

be posted on our website in September. Maps will be avail-

able on the grounds of the pace course walk on Friday, Sep-

tember 17th at 10AM.  Numbers and packets will be available 

on the morning of the pace.  Please do not visit the farm at 

any other time, this is a private residence. 

6. Teams will start at two minute intervals. Teams or individuals 

must yield to riders overtaking them on the course. Failure to 

do so will result in elimination. 

7. HEADGEAR WITH HARNESS AND BOOTS WITH 

HEELS ARE REQUIRED. AT ALL TIMES, MOUNTED 

HORSES MUST WEAR SADDLE AND BRIDLE 

WHILE ANYWHERE ON PCH PROPERTY. 

8. Riders MUST ride at posted times or risk forfeiture. 

9. All decisions are final. Orders by jump judges and ring stew-

ard are mandatory. 

10. Restrict your warm-up to fifteen minutes before your  ride. 

Leave warm-up area at completion of your ride or at the 

direction of the steward.
